Maths
KIRF (Key Instant Recall Facts) Year 3: Know the multiplication and division facts of the 8x table.
KIRF (Key Instant Recall Facts) Year 4: Multiply single digit numbers by 10 and 100.

Fractions: Pupils will be building on their knowledge from the previous term to add and subtract fractions.
 
Time: Pupils we be looking at analogue and digital clocks.  Pupils will show an understanding of the difference between  am and pm times.  Pupils will focus on telling the time to the nearest five minutes.  Children will be able to tell the time past the hour and to the hour.
 
Decimals: Pupils will develop their understanding of tenths as a fraction, children will use this knowledge to work with decimals particularly in regards to place value. Pupils will round, order and compare decimals, whilst identifying equivalent fractions as decimals. They will transfer this skill when moving onto Money, when they will all use four operations in calculating with money.
 
 



 

  


Year 3/4
Summer 1

History
Focus: Castles
In this unit, children will learn about life in castles following the Norman Conquest of 1066, when William the Conqueror invaded England and castles were built to control the land and its people. They will explore how castles served as homes, military bases, and symbols of power. Pupils will also develop an understanding of how society within castles was divided between rich and poor. They will learn about the lives of kings, lords, ladies, and knights, who lived in comfort, ate a varied diet, and wore fine clothing, as well as the experiences of servants and workers, who worked long hours, ate simple food, and lived in basic conditions.
 
 

 


DT
Focus: Structures and Pulleys
Children will use their understanding of constructing 3D shapes from geometric nets to build a castle. Pupils will then learn how to add a pulley system to open and raise the drawbridge. This links with the current topic of castles bringing together their prior knowledge of materials in science and historical learning about the features of a castle. 
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Music
Focus: Just Sing
During this unit, children will explore a range of songs, listening to and evaluating each piece. They will then practise and perform these songs to their peers as part of their preparation for a theatre performance. Throughout the unit, pupils will develop their singing skills by performing in rounds, as well as taking part in whole-school and larger group performances.
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P.E
Focus: Tennis
Children will use the ready position to return a ball, hit the ball to different parts of the court using a forehand hit.  Perform an underarm serve to start a rally, to move towards a ball to return it over the net. Play cooperatively with a partner to keep the ball moving over the net and perform forehand hits to score points in a competition.


PSHE
Focus: Health & Relationships
Children will explore how to manage our feelings. They will recognise what strengths, skills and interests they have.
Children will learn about how we grow and change with Year 3s looking at personal hygiene and Year 4s looking at puberty. 
 


 



French
Focus: Bon Appétit!  
Children will learn the names of some foods, that they could purchase from a French market and use their prior knowledge of numbers to order quantities and pay with money. 
 


R.E
Focus: What kind of world did Jesus want?
In this unit, pupils will learn about the concept of ‘Gospel’ which tells the story of the life and teaching of Jesus. They will learn about the calling of the first disciples and how Christians today try to follow Jesus. Pupils will find out about Jesus’ actions towards other people and what example these set for the actions of Christians today. Pupils will learn about links between the teachings within Bible and what the meaning of Jesus’ good news for Christians is. Later in the unit. They will learn about the parable of the Good Samaritan and the importance of charity within the lives of many.

 

 

Science
Focus: Physics—Electricity
Children will learn to recognise appliances that run on electricity, construct simple series circuits and find faults in order to light bulbs. They will also learn that a switch will open and close a circuit.

Working scientifically: Children will make systematic and careful observations, learn to plan a scientific enquiry to answer questions and learn to ask relevant questions.

English
Key Text: Odd and the Frost Giants Neil Gaiman
                  The Bee Book
Purpose for Writing: setting description, non-chronological report

Writing: The first writing outcome is to write a setting description of Frost.  The description will focus on Asgard being taken over by the frost giants.  The second outcome is to write a non-chronological report about bees. The report is informational writing that presents facts about a topic without following a time order. Instead of telling events in the order they happened, it organizes information into sections based on themes or topics.

Grammar: During this unit, the children will learn a range of skills to enhance both their setting description and report writing. They will develop their descriptive writing by using speech to sustain a conversation between two characters, incorporating a rich and varied vocabulary, and they will use conjunctions while, before and after to show a character and two actions.   When writing a non-chronological report the children will use adverbials to express relationships, conjunctions when and if to express cause and write in paragraphs.

Word Reading/Comprehension:  We will explore how Odd leaves his village, meets three animals in the forest, and helps them return to Asgard after the Frost Giants take control. Through retrieval and inference, students learn about Odd’s thoughts, actions, and the problems he faces. A key theme of the story is that intelligence, kindness, and courage can be more powerful than physical strength, as Odd uses his clever thinking and calm approach to defeat the Frost Giant and restore peace.
