English
Key Text: Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone – JK Rowling
Purpose for Writing: write a short story retelling an event, write a explanation text.

Writing: The first writing outcome is to write a short story.  This will focus on retelling an event that happens to Harry Potter on his birthday.  The second outcome is to write a explanation.  The children will write an induction to Hogwarts from the letter a child reads, the journey to platform 9 ¾ to the moment where they put on the sorting hat.  

Grammar: During this unit, the children will learn a range of skills to enhance both their story and explanation writing. They will develop their writing by using adverbials to express time, cause, manner and place and they will incorporate a rich and varied vocabulary to create an image in the reader’s mind.   

Word Reading/Comprehension:  We will explore how Harry leaves his home and arrives at Hogwarts, why Harry was invited to Hogwarts and his family history, and we will meet Harry’s friends and teachers. Through retrieval and inference, students learn about Harry’s thoughts, actions, and the problems he faces. The key themes in this story are friendship, love, courage, and the triumph of good over evil.
Maths
KIRF (Key Instant Recall Facts) Year 3: Telling the time on a analogue clock.
KIRF (Key Instant Recall Facts) Year 4:  Converting a fraction into a decimal.

Decimals: children will be exploring tenths and hundredths as fractions and decimals. They will be making whole, partitioning decimals, comparing and ordering decimals and rounding decimals. 
 
Money: The children will be learning about pounds and pence, writing money using decimals, converting and comparing money, estimating, adding and subtracting money and finding change. 
 
Shape: Children will be identifying, ordering and comparing different angles. They will be looking at triangles, quadrilaterals and polygons. They will also be looking at symmetry and 3D shapes. 
 
Geometry: For this unit, children will plot coordinates, describe position using coordinates, draw 2D shapes in a grid and translate on a grid.
 
Statistics: Children will learn how to use and interpret pictograms, bar charts, line graphs, two way tables and select and represent data.

Focus: What do Christians learn from the Creation Story?

Science
Focus: Physics—Electricity

Working scientifically: Children will make systematic and careful observations, learn to plan a scientific enquiry to answer questions and learn to ask relevant questions.

Focus: OAA
The children will work with others to solve problems. They will use clear communication, strength and flexibility to complete a task.  Work with others to recognise and match colours and symbols. Follow and create action pathways using an Action Map key.  Work with others and identify what went well and what we could do to improve.  Work together to in different roles to build, defend and knock down castles.   Safely take part in trust-based activities.


History
Focus: Ancient Greece
Children will use their knowledge of Europe and their understanding of physical features to begin their learning of Ancient Greece. Students will use a range of sources to understand why Greece is considered a huge influence on the ‘Western World’. Exploring the theme of legacy, children will learn about the origins of democracy, the Olympics, language and learning. 
This unit expands on their learning of timelines and chronology, the legacy of the Romans as well as children’s growing understanding of countries in Europe and their locations in relation to each other.
 
 
 

 


DT
Focus: Clay—Pottery
Children will combine their learning of the Greeks with the medium of clay to create pottery in the style of Ancient Greek plates and urns.  They will use tools to shape the clay and use their hands to create different thicknesses of the clay. Using their knowledge of Greek decoration, children will add images typical of Ancient Greece onto their projects. 
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Music
Focus: Reflect, Rewind & Replay
During this unit, children will listen and appraise Western classical music, one example being ‘The Arrival of Queen Sheba’ by George Fredric Handell. The unit allows the children to consolidate their learning through the year and perform their favourite songs. 
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PSHE
Focus: Health & Relationships
Children will explore how to manage our feelings. They will recognise what strengths, skills and interests they have.
Children will learn about how we grow and change with Year 3s looking at personal hygiene and Year 4s looking at puberty.

Focus:  Shopping for French food
Children will build on their existing knowledge of counting in French and French food. They will learn how to order and purchase food from a variety of shops.

Focus:  Making Music
